Through this month, we move on in Lent. The term Lent comes from 
the old English word lencten, meaning lengthen, and applied to the 
days at this time of year; as we move into spring, so there is more 
day-light, and the days become longer. It is the season in the 
Christian year which invites us to prepare for Easter, to lengthen and 
deepen our life of faith and trust. There are various opportunities 
here at Bloomsbury to do this; we are using the Christian Aid Count 
Your Blessings leaflet – there are copies in the foyer, if you haven’t 
got one yet. This helps us reflect on what we have, and on what 
others lack – and to help to change things by our giving. 
There are also the moments of prayer and worship – on Sundays 
and during the week, when we can meet with each other and turn 
ourselves to meeting God. And, for the times when we can’t be 
together physically, we can join together through Shared Prayer (if 
you would like to receive it, please email me  - 
ruth@bloomsbury.org.uk), and through Twitter (if you want to follow, 
check bloomsburypraye – yes, spelled that way!) and on the website 
– Practicing Prayer is updated each week, and is focusing on Lent 
these weeks. As well as that, keep an eye out for easter.org.uk  - 
there will be material appearing on that as the month goes on. 
But at the heart of it all is the times we can be together. Times when 
we can have fun, share food, catch up on news, offer 
encouragement and friendship; the people of God are, above all, a 
people – a community.  Jesus called people to follow him together – 
and one of the ways we do it, is by being together in the various 
ways we organise. This leaflet gives news of various things we are 
doing – come and join us.
